December 31, 2005

Note 1- Description of the Plan

The following description of Casual Male Retail Group, Inc. 401(k) Hourly Savings Plan (the Plan) provides only general information. Participants should refer
to the Plan document for a more complete description of the Plan’s provisions.

General

The Plan is a defined contribution plan covering eligible employees of the Casual Male Retail Group, Inc. (the Company). The Plan is subject to the provisions of
the Employee Retirement Income Security Act of 1974 (ERISA).

Eligibility

All regular, full-time (as defined in the Plan) employees, excluding salaried employees, of the Company who have completed six months of employment and are
at least 21 years of age are eligible to participate in the Plan. After completing age and service requirements, the employee can enter the Plan on the first day of
any subsequent month.

As participants change positions at the Company, they may change from an hourly to salary status or vice versa. Assets transferred to the Casual Male Retail
Group, Inc. 401(k) Salaried Savings Plan during the year ended December 31, 2005 were $172,911. Assets transferred from the Casual Male Retail Group Inc.
401(k) Salaried Savings Plan during the year ended December 31, 2005 were $154,615.

Contributions
Each year, participants may contribute from 1% to 80% of pretax annual compensation as defined in the Plan, subject to the provisions of ERISA. Participants

may also contribute amounts representing distributions from other qualified defined benefit or defined contribution plans.

The employer matching contribution is discretionary at the option of the Company’s Board of Directors. For the year ended December 31, 2005, the Company’s
matching contribution was 50% up to the first 6% of compensation.

Note 1- Description of the Plan (continued)

Participants’ Accounts

Each participant’s account is credited with the participant’s contribution, the Company’s matching contribution, and plan earnings. Forfeitures available to reduce
employer match at December 31, 2005 were $1,820. The benefit to which a participant is entitled is the benefit that can be provided from the participant’s
account.

Vesting

Participants are immediately vested in their contributions plus actual earnings thereon. Vesting in the Company contribution portion of their accounts plus actual
earnings thereon is based on years of continuous service. A participant is 100% vested after three years of credited service (no service requirement prior to
January 1, 2003).

Investment Options

Upon enrollment in the Plan, a participant may direct their elective contribution into mutual funds, common stock or common collective trust funds that are
offered by the Plan.

Participants may change their investment options at any time.

Participant L.oans

Participants may borrow the lesser of $50,000 reduced by the individual’s highest outstanding loan balance during the preceding twelve months or 50% of the
individual’s vested balance with a minimum of $1,000 per loan. All loans are required to be repaid within five years of the loan unless the purpose of the loan is
the purchase of a primary residence. Loans are secured by the balance in the participant’s account. Other restrictions, as specified in the Plan agreement, may
apply to a participant’s loan transaction. Interest rates range from 5% to 10.5% at December 31, 2005. Principal and interest is paid ratably through payroll
deductions.

Note 1- Description of the Plan (continued)

Payment of Benefits

On termination of service for any reason, a participant shall receive a lump-sum amount equal to the value of the participant’s vested interest in his or her account,
if the vested interest is $5,000 or less. If the participant’s vested interest is over $5,000, the participant may elect to receive payment in a lump-sum amount or
installments paid over a certain number of years selected by the participant.

Plan Termination

Although it has not expressed any intent to do so, the Company has the right under the Plan to discontinue its contributions at any time and to terminate the Plan
subject to the provisions of ERISA. In the event of a plan termination, participants will become 100% vested in their accounts.

Note 2- Summary, of significant Accounting Policies

Basis of Accounting

The financial statements have been prepared on the accrual basis of accounting.

Investment Valuation

Investments are stated at fair value. Mutual funds and common stock are stated at fair value which equals the quoted market price on the last business day of the
Plan year. The fair value of participation units owned by the Plan in the common collective trust fund is based on the redemption value of the funds on the last
business day of the Plan year. Participant loans are valued at their outstanding balances, which approximate fair value.

Purchases and sales of securities are recorded on a trade-date basis. Interest income is recorded on the accrual basis. Dividends are recorded on the ex-dividend
date.

Use of Estimates

The preparation of financial statements in conformity with accounting principles generally accepted in the United States requires management to make estimates
and assumptions that affect the reported amounts of assets and liabilities and changes therein, and disclosure of contingent assets and liabilities. Actual results

could differ from those estimates.

Payment of Benefits

Benefits are recorded when paid.

Note 3- Investments

Note 4- Risks and Uncertainties

The Plan invests in various investment securities. Investment securities are exposed to various risks such as interest rate, market and credit risks. Due to the level
of risk associated with certain investment securities, it is at least reasonably possible that changes in the values of investment securities will occur in the near term
and that such changes could materially affect participants’ account balances and the amounts reported in the statements of net assets available for benefits.

Note 5- Income Tax Status

The underlying non-standardized prototype plan has received an opinion letter from the Internal Revenue Service (IRS) dated August 9, 2002 stating that the form
of the plan is qualified under Section 401 of the Internal Revenue Code and, therefore, the related trust is tax-exempt. In accordance with Revenue Procedure
2002-6 and Announcement 2001-77, the Plan Sponsor has determined that it is eligible to and has chosen to rely on the current IRS prototype plan opinion letter.
Once qualified, the Plan is required to operate in conformity with the Code to maintain its qualification. The plan administrator believes the Plan is being operated
in compliance with the applicable requirements of the Code and, therefore, believes that the Plan is qualified and the related trust is tax-exempt.

Note 6- Non Exempt Transactions

During the year ended December 31, 2005, approximately $24,000 of participants’ contributions was not deposited on a timely basis. The Company has corrected
the administrative problem that caused the late deposits, so that participants’ contributions can be deposited on a timely basis. The Company paid participants an
earnings correction for the earnings lost on their deposits.
